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PERFORMING ARTS DEPARTMENT

STUDENT ACCOUNTS

Each of the performing arts students will have an account established when they enter the program that is kept by the classroom teacher.  Fund raising opportunities are available throughout the school year, especially in the fall semester.  All profit from individual fund raisers is deposited directly into each student’s account.  However, this account is not a bank account.  Cash is not kept on hand and is not available to students or parents at any time.  Some students who are planning to go on performing arts trips make regular deposits into their accounts, in addition to profit from fund raising.  Money not used by the end of the academic year is automatically carried over to the following year, provided the student continues in the performing arts department.  Deductions to accounts will be made when a student does not turn in money owed for items such as:  fund raisers, band camp, marching shoes, homecoming tee-shirts, trips, tuxedo shirts, jumpsuits, etc. (see detailed list below).  Notices will be sent to the high school bookkeeper for any students with a negative account in the second semester of the school year.  Students cannot receive books in the fall until accounts are paid in full from the previous year.  Seniors will not receive their cap and gown or diploma until their account is paid in full.  It is the responsibility of each student to check on the status of his or her account during the school year. This information is available to students and/or parents at any time.  
INDIVIDUAL STUDENT ACCOUNT FUND RAISERS:  Fund raising opportunities vary between the different performing groups.  Examples include:
· ENTERTAINMENT BOOKS, TAG DAY, COOKIE DOUGH, CHEESECAKE, PIZZA SALES, SCRIPS, PALACE / DTE (P.U.L.S.E.), PROFIT FROM CONCERTS
ACCEPTABLE USES OF STUDENT ACCOUNT MONEY:

Individual student account expenditures are limited to performing arts-related activities.  The following is a list of acceptable deductions / reimbursements:

· FHS marching band camp 
· summer music camp such as Blue Lake or Interlochen Fine Arts Camps

· uniform / material fees for bow ties, pearls, plumes, tuxedo shirts, jumpsuits, dresses, vests, character shoes, marching shoes, gloves 
· cleaning fees for marching uniform, tuxedos, vests, dresses 
· performing arts apparel
· homecoming t-shirts (marching band) 
· pre-purchase of tickets for marching band banquet, spring band banquet, concerts, cabaret, plays, musicals (tickets purchased at the box office the evening of a performance must be CASH OR CHECK—no deductions will be made)
· performing arts trips

· private lessons (upon completion of the lesson(s))
· MSBOA / MSVMA individual festival fees
· music equipment—reeds, oils, mouthpieces, ligatures, sticks, instruments, sheet music, books, instrument repair (of the instrument utilized by the student in school)
· Participation fees for plays and musicals in the theater department

· Miscellaneous fees will be handled in a case-by-case basis at the discretion of the director

HOW TO SUBMIT FOR REIMBURSEMENT:
An invoice from the music store or teacher that indicates PAYMENT by cash, check, or credit card must be submitted in order to receive reimbursement, which will come in the form of a check from the high school.

If the desire is to have a deposit check generated to a camp such as Blue Lake, then a copy of the application with the amount of the deposit listed must be submitted on behalf of the student attending the camp.

TRANSFER OF MONEY:

Throughout the student’s career in the performing arts department, money can be transferred within the department for performing arts-related expenses:  i.e. from band to choir, choir to band, band to theater, or theater to band.
Transfers will not be made within the school for any non-performing arts-related activities such as sports fees or camps, academic fees, AP testing, apparel from the school store, Winter guard, or any non-high school performing arts trips.
If there is money left in the account once a student graduates or leaves the band program at any time, the money is absorbed into the general fund.  Checks will not be generated to pay the balance of the money back to the student’s family.   If the student has a family member coming into the program the following school year, money can be transferred into the new student’s account to begin their high school career.
